




























































































| Column A: "Exchange" means telephone exchange.

‘ Column B: " Wire Center" means wire center. There may be more than one wire center within a telephone exchange.

Column C: "Bus."” equals the aggregate customer count of business lines for all carriers within the specified exchange. Source: 2008 Annual Reports.

Column D: "Res." equals the aggregate customer count of residential lines for all carriers within the specified exchange. Source 2008 Annual Reports.

Column E: "WACP" identifies the applicable WACP or an EAS arrangement.

Column F: "Bus. Add" means business line additive. This is the WACP or EAS additive for business lines in the specified exchange.

Column G: "Res. Add" means residential line additive. This is the WACP or EAS additive for residential lines in the specified exchange.

Column H: "Bus. Sum" equals the business line customer count multiplied by the WACP or EAS additive in the specified exchange. (Column C x Column F = Column H}
Column I: "Res. Sum" equals the residential line customer count mulitiplied by the WACP or EAS additive in the specified exchange. (Column D x Column G = Column 1)
Column J: "WACP Revenue" equals the WACp or EAS revenue derived from both business and residential lines. (Column F + Column G = Column J)

Column K: "Source" identifies the source material used to determine the WACP or EAS additive.

"LDMTST" means Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. Long Distance Message Telecommunications Service Tariff {effective Jan. 9, 2004}

"staff" means that Staff contacted the affected company directly to determine the WACP additive.

"LET" means Southwestern Bell Telephone Company Local Exchange Tariff (effective Nov. 21, 2007)
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
